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 Non-Refundable Deposit Requirements 

Submit a housing contract and a $250 non-refundable housing
deposit via the online housing portal by Tuesday, March 19,

2024.

All students who participate in the Housing Selection Process, including
student-athletes and students who receive scholarships, are required to submit
a $250 non-refundable housing deposit. The non-refundable deposit may be
submitted via the housing portal at ww.rmu.edu/roomselection and make your
payment within the Housing Contract or at the Office of Student Financial
Services in Revere Center.
 
By submitting a housing contract and non-refundable deposit, a student is
eligible to participate in the Room Selection Process; however, this does not
guarantee the student will receive a particular space in housing.

Within the Housing Contract, you will have the option to pay your non-
refundable deposit electronically or save and continue to be able to pay later
with a different form of payment.
